Drug Safety: “Safe to Taste” and “Who Gives Medicine,”  (DARE)

	To help students tell the difference between food and things that are not food and learn which non-food things around the home are helpful and which are harmful.  
	Recognize helpful and harmful nonfood things around the home.  
Introduce food allergy awareness.  
Identify who should give them medicines.

	Grade 1
Drug Safety: “We Ask First” and “Medicine Do’s and Don’ts,”  (Growing Healthy)
	There are substances around the home that are useful for some purposes but are poisonous to people.
Understand what prescription and over the counter medicines are and who should give them medicine
	Differentiate between substances that are safe and those that are not safe
Utilize decision-making skills to resolve dangerous situations.
Compare similarities and differences between prescription drugs and over the counter drugs, and identify people from whom medicines should be accepted.

	Grade 2
Drug Safety: “Learning to Say No” and “Tell Someone,”  (DARE)
	Learning to say no means recognizing, refusing, or staying away from things or happenings that may be unsafe or harmful and means reporting, or telling someone about those things.
	Demonstrate they know how important it is to tell someone about things that they think may be unsafe or harmful.

	Grade 3
Drug Safety: “Drugs May Help or Harm” and “Saying No to Drugs,”  (DARE)
Smoking Prevention:  “To Smoke or Not to Smoke,”  (Life Skills Training)
	Medicines and drugs may be helpful or harmful.
Saying no to drug offers is a way to keep safe.
Students will better understand their attitudes about smoking or not smoking.
	Give examples of the proper use and the misuse of selected medicines and drugs.
Recognize and say no to drug offers.
Identify basic facts about the effects of smoking and discuss reasons why people choose to smoke or not to smoke.

	Knowledge of inhalants and their effects can help students make positive decisions about not using them.
Knowledge of marijuana and its effects can help students make positive decisions about not using it.
	Demonstrate knowledge of physical effects of using inhalants.
Demonstrate knowledge of physical, emotional and social effects of smoking marijuana.
